	Project Introduction:           Every cup of coffee that we drink has a long story behind: The story begins with a farmer harvesting a plant, after some time, some cherries grow on the plant. The cherries are hand-picked and carried to a place so that they could be washed/dried. Then, the green coffee beans are extracted from the cherry. These green beans are usually shipped to another country (mainly Europe). There, they become roasted, packed and shipped to a cafe/market. Then they will be ground, brewed and finally served. 
           There are a lot of people involved in each step of this process. Only the front end of this story is widely known by us (consumers). We see the person behind the fancy coffee machine at a cafe who is preparing our cup of coffee. However, the people in other parts of the process are overlooked. 
           At the front end, there are people working at the coffee machine company, at the grinder company, at the cup manufacturing company and at many other companies who provide us with coffee accessories. In the middle, there are several roastmans, packaging companies and shipping corporate involved. And finally, at the back end, there are many farmers and workers working. 
           Since the process is huge and it involves a lot of people, it is difficult to track who have been involved, what they have done and what they have earned. This causes a lack of communication and information flow among actors. For example, the end consumers do not know who have harvested the coffee, or for instance, the roaster does not know who will brew the coffee.  
          The issue starts with this miscommunication. Several stakeholders receive a much smaller portion of the final sale. The average price of coffee beans in the market is around €20 per kilo and farmers usually receive around €1per kilo (Java Republic, 2018). Considering all the effort that a farmer puts into 1 kilogram of coffee, the price is not fair. There are several companies who want to make it fairer, however, it is a wicked challenge to be overcome.
          But what is fairness? Fairness means that everyone in a certain group has the similar opportunity to achieve what they want/deserve (Cardash, n.d.). In this case, for example, the middlemen have the opportunity to sell the coffee to specific customers/companies, set the price and sell whenever they want. However, neither the consumer nor the farmer do not have the opportunity to decide on these matters.
          This unfairness is not only about the financial aspect. The social, educational and environmental aspects also should be considered. There is a lot of debate in this area. Imagine a company that wants to be fairer. So they start buying beans directly from a farmer and sell it in Europe. As they have chosen "high-quality coffee" as their brand value and to maintain the quality, they use plastic packs to ship their coffee. It is known that the most negative impacts of both production and use of plastic are on the developing countries. What should the company do? If they don't have the high-quality coffee, they cannot compete in the market. If they continue by the current system, they are causing many problems for the farmers in the long term while giving them more money!
         Another side of this wickedness is derived from the characteristics of coffee itself. Every part of the mentioned process has a great amount of influence on the final taste of the coffee. To have a high-quality cup of coffee, all the steps in the process should be taken care of. For instance, if the shipment process after roasting takes very long, the coffee loses its aroma and taste.
         Focusing on the bright side, there are a lot of opportunities in this industry. The coffee industry is huge and there are a lot of points to be improved. By having (even) a small positive impact on the process, we can help this industry be fairer.
          Moyee Coffee is a coffee brand that "delivers premium coffee to the doorstep of consumers at a lower price than other companies. At the same time, they restore balance in the global coffee chain, by creating more economic value in coffee producing countries and leaving a lot more money at the hands of coffee farmers" (Kauw, 2014).

	Project Problem:           The simplest form of the current problem is "how Moyee will run a fair sustainable coffee business in the future?". 
          As mentioned, it is a complex industry with a lot of stakeholders involved. To have a big positive impact, we should always have the big picture in mind to make sure that taken actions are fair, impactful and yet profitable in the long term. Let's go through these one by one.
          Fairness is the vaguest factor in this problem. We can only focus on the payment fairness or we can expand the scope to social, cultural, educational and environmental dimensions. To decide which one to consider, we should examine which one has the biggest impact. The impact itself has different aspects. Defining the criteria for fairness and impactfulness should be taken into account as a very important part of the project.
          A business is a trade between two people/company by means of goods, service or money. There are unlimited ways to keep a business running. In this case, the company sells coffee and receives money in return. The first challenge is how to communicate with people that they should consider buying (using) the company's goods (services). The lack of communication among actors in the coffee industry includes the end consumers as well. They don't know the story behind their cup of coffee. And if they don't know that their coffee is unfair, how can we expect them to change their behaviour toward more fair behaviour? The second challenge is to have an innovative business model to make sure that the company excels in the market in the long term. 
          Another aspect that adds to the complexity, is that Moyee is already doing many activities but it is difficult to examine which one of them is more impactful. These activities should be translated to something easy to understand for stakeholders otherwise they cause chaos and make it harder to grasp why stakeholders should trust the company.
          The biggest issue is how to connect all these considerations and have an overall coherent view on them in order to make sure that the company is moving toward its vision. This is where a strategic roadmap comes handy. By defining the success criteria, the vision and the aspects of the business, we can assure a coherent and cohesive view on the whole company to be fair, impactful, profitable and long-term sustainable.

	Project Assignment Elaboration:           A roadmap is a concrete, tangible and actionable deliverable for such a project, and yet, it offers the freedom to include different elements such as business models, social trends, technology developments and so on. 
 
          We can divide this roadmap into four parts: 
 
          Vision(s): this is the vision that we want to reach. A detailed well-designed image of what we consider to be ideal in a specific amount of time.
 
          External Factors: These are the factors that the company cannot change, such as trends, social changes, humans' behaviour, technological development, competition.
 
           Internal Factors: These are the factors that company have the ability to modify, improve or change. The business model, marketing strategies, departments, communication methods, CRM and so on.
 
          Actions: Actions are what the company takes to move toward the vision by considering the external factors and internal factors. This is the part where the most of design in this project happens. The number and depth of actions will be defined during the process. For example, if we realize that final consumers do not buy a fair coffee mainly because they do not trust the company, we should come up with a solution that creates a trust. This solution might be a medium that shows to consumers that where and on what every cent of their money is being spent on. Such a thing could be as a sustainable advantage for Moyee to move towards its vision (and yet, the vision will be defined in the earlier part of the project.
