Louisa just turned around the corner following the plain concrete 
tiles and green tiled elements. She just discovered this new place 
almost next to her house. She heared from the barkeeper underneath 
her house a new restaurant opened here and she is curious to check 
it out.

In the courtyard, she already recognizes some guys she also regulary 
sees at the corners of her street. The corners she jokingly calls 

“the Bermuda Triangle” since people start acting a little weird 
when approaching this triangle. 

An empty bottle of beer is still left on the green glazed tiled 
edge from the night before. Through the window she sees the owner 
of the bar behind his bar. Louisa considers addressing him to order 
a drink through the window. But she decides to get some food first. 

From his office, the doorman of the hotel has the best view on the 
street. He likes the fact that the hotel is situated in the most 
vibrant part of the street, and that there is always something 
happening. It’s a real mix of people here.
Since the parking spaces in front of the hotel are removed there 
is more space for the pedestrian which makes his view even better. 
When he opens the window it feels like he is office is almost part 
of the street. 

In the night this spot also gives him a good view to keep an eye 
on the people that enter the courtyard. He really feels like a key 
figure in this part of the street. He meets a lot of people which 
makes his job fun. 

We approach the building from the street 
and see the facade opening like a decor 
exposing the concrete construction. The 
sidewalk continues around the corner.

Just as 
Bonaparte, Lolo has gained quite a bit of 
fame all over the country, so sometimes 
people travel from far to spend a night 
in the bar. Just as the two hotel guests 
Merel is going to pick up now. 

As the two guests are one their way out 
of the hotel they stop for a while to 
look at the street and the sidewalk from 
the outdoor corridor.  

Merel looks up and sees them already. He 
waves and says he will wait outside for 
them. 

The newly opened hotel is literally 
sticking out in the street. The green 
plinth sticks thorugh the traditional red 
brick facade [fragment 2,3] and froms a 
bay window on the ground floor, deviating 
from the building line in the rest of the 
street.

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While Firat and the Bar owner discuss the business deal, a bar 
guest sits quietly at the bench against the window with a drink. 
She is on her way to Café Hensepeter for an after work drink, but 
made a little stop at this bar to check out the new place and 
meet the owner. She likes to go to bars by herself to watch people 
and eavesdrop on other people’s conversations. Though at Café 
Hensepeter she always becomes part of one big group chat.   
When she looks over her shoulder through the window she sees there 

is also a bench behind her. Merel is sitting in her back waiting for 
his guests. If the window was open, she could have a conversation 
with him. 
Through this window, she can also look through the windows of the 
hotel entrance getting another glimpse of the street and seeing 
Nico and the doorman meet for the first time.

Another passerby makes his way through the building.

While the doorman and Nico are having a chat in the door opening of 
the Hotel, the doorman keeps an eye on the the back of the hotel 
and the adjacent courtyard. From this point he also has a view all 
the way to the parallel street, the Zwaerdecroonstraat. He sees the 
gates are open and someone with heavy bags of groceries is entering 
the courtyard through the opening in the back. 
He reminds himself not to forget to lock the gates when the 
restaurant closes. 

He also sees another hotel guest passing by, making her way back 
to the rooms upstairs, because she forgot something in her room.

He suggests to Nico to continue their conversation in the back of 
the hotel entrance, where he has his little living room facing the 
courtyard.  
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Merel awaits his guests that are making 
their way down the hotel. He waits on 
the glazed green brick bench in front 
of the entrance of the hotel continuing 
from the plinth through the building. 
The smooth green surface contrasts with 
the exposed rough concrete structure.

They 
spot louisa through the window.

But Firat has always been the more 
serious and hard working of the two, so 
he doesn’t mind discussing business on 
his own.
