The Excelscope is a smart malaria diagnos�c 
device that leverages the func�onali�es of a 
smartphone to capture magnified images of 
a blood smear and provide a remote or 
automated diagnosis. For parasite detec�on 
and the provision of a diagnosis, different 

 In Nigeria, over 90% of the popula�on is at risk of 
malaria infec�on, leading to 60% of the outpa�ent 
visits in Nigerian healthcare facili�es. Accurate 
diagnos�cs are not available for the mass and drugs 
can be bought without prescrip�on, leading to 
misdiagnosis, overtreatment and drug resistance.
