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A New Perspective: Public Values
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Focus Groups

- Focus groups were held about 
experiences, struggles and needs in 
regard to daily mobility, amenities and 
liveability.

- 29 participants over 7 sessions, 
divided in 5 different groups:
	 - Just Moved (J)
	 - Working (W)
	 - Caregivers (C)
	 - Elderly (E)
	 - Youth (Y)

- Larger presence of youth and retired 
white men

- Overal strong bias towards the bike
